The Ravenswood School-Based Health Centers are located in two high

schools on the north side of Chicago. Both health centers also serve as

training sites for family practice, pediatric and internal medicine

residents.

 

Candace Ozerden, M.S., L. P. C, directs district guidance, health and social services programs for Gulfport School District in Gulfport, Mississippi.  Her district programs include district-wide assessment and professional development programs and Safe and Drug-Free Schools.  She has worked collaboratively with Memorial Hospital of Gulfport to implement Hospital-funded School-Based Health Clinics in four schools and established district-funded clinics staffed by school nurses in six remaining schools.  Day treatment programs in collaboration with the Gulf Coast Mental Health Center are provided at four schools.  

The focus of the BellSouth funding is to provide district-wide, K-8 training and implement of Second Step, a Violence Prevention Curriculum, and to provide computer linking of school clinics to allow for immediate access in clinics of student health information as students transfer from school-to-school within the district.  



Carol Calfee, Coordinator of Integrated Services for Santa Rosa School Board in Milton, Florida, works collaboratively within the Santa Rosa school system and the community to enhance and expand the Full Service School concept of school-based and school-linked services.   The community has developed a comprehensive network of services for students and families that interface with all 30 school sites.  

The focus of the BellSouth funding in Santa Rosa has been on the implementation of a School Health Technician Program at all elementary and middle schools in the District.  School Health Technicians are trained at a District Technical School, complete a school-based internship, and are employed by a Home Health Care Agency, Pediatric Services of America, to work at school sites.   Their responsibilities include:  medication assistance, head lice interventions, immunization records, basic screenings, parent contacts, minor first aid, parent contacts and community contacts for additional resources.  
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
